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Environmental Education Project

The WWF environmental education project conducts a variety of activities on the Tibetan Plateau, including: 

· Preparation and distribution of various environmental education materials, such as brochures, posters, general books on the environment, technical handbooks for protected area personnel, and informative yearly calendars that highlight wildlife and wildlife issues in Tibet;

· Organizing specialized trainings and seminars on relevant environmental issues for government officials and protected area personnel; 

· Organizing lectures, presentations, and exhibits on relevant environmental issues for schools and the general public;

· Working in close cooperation with the media to publicize various environmental issues in Tibet through news stories, special columns, photo essays, and essay contests. 

WWF works in close cooperation with local environment and education agencies to distribute environmental education materials throughout the Tibetan Cultural Area. These materials are prepared in both Chinese and Tibetan, and are greatly appreciated in rural areas where the level of proficiency in Chinese is sometimes quite low.

Each year WWF also works in close cooperation with the Tibetan language media throughout the Tibetan Cultural Area to highlight current and emerging environmental issues on the Tibetan Plateau, as well as methods for resolving these issues. WWF's primary partners in this effort are four Tibetan language newspapers with plateau-wide distribution that target both children and adults. With funding and guidelines from WWF, these newspapers have developed regular environment columns; sponsor an annual environmental essay contest, "The Chang Tang Cup" contest; distribute free informational wildlife posters featuring Tibetan Plateau wildlife; and in general promote good environmental protection practices which serve to promote and reinforce WWF's other project activities on the Tibetan Plateau.
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
